The meeting opened at 19:00

1. The minutes of the Inaugural Meeting were adopted .Proposed K McIntyre, seconded A Birnie
2. Matters arising – there were no matters arising
3. Resignations
It was noted that I MacDougall, E MacKinnon and F Hall had recently tendered their resignations. K MacIntyre informed the meeting that A Watt (currently on an extended leave of absence) had stood down
4. Chair Report
The Chair’s Report was given by N Welsh (Interim chair since F Hall’s resignation from the position earlier in the year). N Welsh informed the meeting that this was the first AGM under the new scheme of establishment. It had been a challenging year however Oban Community Council members had been fully engaged with the newly formed Local Area Community Planning Groups, Forward Together consultation events, Community Engagement meetings, had responded to several consultations and had initiated the Oban Bicentennial steering group. 

Following recent resignations, the community council membership had fallen below the required minimum number of members (12) and was therefore not a competent body. Under the scheme of establishment, it has a 6 month period of grace to rectify the situation and can continue to operate with ¼ of the membership or 3 people (whichever is greater)
5.  Treasurer’s Report
D Martin reported that the Annual Accounts run until March and had been presented earlier in the year. All outstanding bills have been paid up to date. Current balance is £5,148.63. A £700 grant from Argyll & Bute Council to cover administration costs is due in the New Year.
