	CHORD/ AECOM held Councils meeting in Glencruitten Church Centre 5.10.2011

Consultation with Oban Community Council, Kilmore , Ardchatten, Connell,

Dunbeg , Community Councils.   Meeting was well attended, explained about borrowed monies to fund the infrastructure. Explored in detail as the business case is developed the risk of taking forward with TIF initiative rests with the local authority.    Existing businesses will continue to pay non domestic rates as normal: New businesses encouraged into the area as a result of the investment.   They will pay non domestic rates and it is these rates that will contribute to the TIF repayments.   The BID levy would be a separate tax for those businesses within BID area.  Limited information available.  TIF bid had to be prepared in a very short time scale, is in early stage of development, further information would be provided.   Would the infrastructure provided assist/detract from possible housing in Dunstaffinage-the infrastructure proposed would be complimentary to the housing development 

CHORD Joanne Cassey involves Traffic Management, road travel, pedestrian, cycle access, parking and accessibility to key destinations.   Origin destination surveys etc. can be made available through A&BC. Note a large amount of data.  A summary should be provided in the first instance.

CHORD Team liaising with Transport Scotland to work with them.   Proposals A85.   Concerns over suggestions for George Street.

Disabled accesses, volumes of heavy traffic through Town, High school opening /closing times, ferries docking the worst times, congestion reaching up to 30mins plus, better cycling routes and pedestrian these could be better.

Cycling on the trunk roads great concerns. People in town perhaps being affected.    Part of CHORD investigation broken barriers at bridge at Franks Autos.

Concern rose about the definition of harbour that it does not include some of the charter boat areas or Cardingmil Bay.
